WHAT IS ALREADY KNOWN ON THIS TOPIC

Cities hosting major multi-sport events are under increasing pressure to justify expenditure
by creating a positive legacy for the host population; for example, in terms of improvements
in employment levels, health, and the economy

No attempts have been made to bring together the large amount of research on the impact of
major multi-sport events on host populations

WHAT THIS STUDY ADDS

There is little or no evidence that major multi-sport events held between 1978 and 2008 had
positive impacts on the populations of cities that hosted these events

A positive health or socioeconomic benefit for the host population cannot be expected from
future major multi-sport events

How the impacts of events are evaluated needs to improve to allow decision makers pitching
for future events to make informed judgments on the basis of known effects and known areas
of uncertainty
